	Planned Learning Activities and Teaching Method:

	Learning/Teaching Method: The expected learning outcomes for the course will be assessed through weekly assignments and Participation, Speaking tasks, Midterm and Final exams
Assignments: Students are required to participate in face to face classes and asynchronous activities individually or in groups throughout the semester. 

Rules & Regulations of Speaking Tasks and Presentations

· Prior to performing speaking tasks and presentations, students will be given opportunities to practice and rehearse them in the class. They will be given feedback about their performance (accuracy, fluency, content, delivery, clarity etc.) during the rehearsal and they will be expected to pay attention to the feedback received and make the necessary changes if there is any.  Students’ active participation and being open to receiving feedback will be assessed. 

· All students are to leave their electronic devices (mobile phones, smart watches, iPads, USB flash disks, MP3 players and the similar) on a desk as specified by the lecturer. The possession and/or use of any such device during the speaking tasks and presentations will not be allowed. 

· Personal belongings such as course books, notes, coats, bags and the similar are also to be left on a space specified by the lecturer. 

· The lecturer reserves the right to change a student’s place and time of the speaking tasks and presentations. 

· Speaking tasks’ start and finish time will be announced in advance and the students will be notified if the time limit is violated during the tasks. Time and duration might be subject to change depending on the requirements of the speaking tasks and presentations. 

· Those who are absent on the days of the speaking tasks and presentations will not be given a second chance unless they have a legitimate document.

· Unless there is an emergency case, students will not be allowed to leave the room/online platform before the presentations or speaking tasks finish.

Class Participation: Regular attendance of all enrolled classes is expected. Do not be late to the class. Attendance will be taken through your signature within the first quarter of the class; if you come later you will be considered absent. At the end of the Semester, your attendance will be reported on SIS system. Attendance is compulsory and in case of absenteeism of more than 30%, the system will automatically grade you “FX”. If you miss a class, it is your responsibility to ‘make up’ all work, including items discussed in class. Class contribution will be measured in terms of quality not quantity. If you need to leave early for whatever reason, you should exercise politeness and notify your professor at the commencement of the session.
