	Course Objectives:
	The project given in this course is designed to guide students in evaluating data in order to identify a solution to the design tasks given in design research and to prepare alternative solutions to the design problem. In this context, the subject of the project is a design of an office under given themes. The application of forms, lighting, colours, materials and building systems will be covered in more detail. 3D Modeling is an essential part of the presentation and progression of projects. 

	Course Description:
	The aim of this course, which is a basic course for Interior Architecture and Environmental Design, is to introduce design principles. Through different exercises, students will be able to develop their physical and abstract thinking and improve their design problem solving skills.

	Upon successful completion of the course, students will be able to:

1. Provide a conceptual approach that indicates the necessary subjects that would create an appropriate ‘atmosphere’.
2. Use an investigative approach to design.

3. Understand the role of function on their formal solutions.
4. Analyze and illustrate the design solutions, construction techniques and choice of materials necessitated by the activities. 
5. Design and present the design solutions in the shape of a detailed project.
The studio classes and discussions will be in English. Developing your verbal language skills will be very important in acquiring the disciplinary terminology as well as daily communication at the class.

	Planned Learning 

Activities and Teaching Method:


	Learning/Teaching Method: This is a studio course and students learn about design process by getting directly involved in the process. The studio practice is supported by lectures and group/one-to-one critique sessions. The main teaching medium in studio is individual critiques.
Project Development: A series of assignments with emphasis on the main topic will be offered in this course. In the first half of the semester assignments will mainly include exercises in relation to the writing user profile, site visit and analysis, concept and scenario, zoning and bubble diagram and first design proposal. In the second half of the semester these exercises will be followed by developing the actual design project. For developing the projects minimum 80% critiques are expected. 
Class Participation: Regular attendance of all enrolled classes is expected. Do not be late to the class.. At the end of the Semester, your attendance will be reported on UBS system. Attendance is compulsory and in case of absenteeism of more than 20% practical and %30 theoretical; the system will automatically grade you “F”. If you miss a class, it is your responsibility to „make up‟ all work, including items discussed in class. Class contribution will be measured in terms of quality not quantity. 
Academic integrity & plagiarism: Academic integrity is the pursuit of scholarly activity based on the values of honesty, trust, fairness, respect and responsibility. Practicing academic integrity means never plagiarizing or cheating, never misrepresenting yourself, never falsifying information, never deceiving or compromising the work of others.
