Learning/Teaching Method: Students will demonstrate their learning outcomes through weekly 
lectures, by evaluating resources presented and recommended outside the classroom, as well as 
through group presentations, midterm exams, and final exams. 
 
Assignments: Students will be evaluated through group presentations, midterm exams, and final 
exams.
