Learning/Teaching Method: This is a lecture-based course in which students will learn about color 
and texture in architecture design by getting involved in different actual and abstract case studies. The 
course will be supported by lectures and group presentations as well as individual reports.  
 
Assignments: Assignments are in the form of group presentations for different topics as well as an analyzing 
report of a given space in terms of color and texture. Students are required to submit a final portfolio including 
all the presentations, group works, and the final reports in one file for the final evaluation of the course.   
 
Class Participation: Regular attendance of all enrolled classes is expected. Do not be late for the class. 
Attendance will be taken through your signature within the first quarter of the class; if you come later you will 
be considered half-attended. At the end of the Semester, your attendance will be reported on the UBS.
